· Evelyn Harvey returned to the Library on Friday, October 13 at 12:30 pm to conduct the art workshop, “Color Theory Workshop.”  Color Theory is the study of the fundamentals of defining color, molding color, color correlations, subtractive and additive color, and how color is elucidated.   Patrons of all levels of artistic ability were welcome to attend. 
· Jacob Adler, Metadata and Cataloging Librarian, as well as Assistant Professor, at Bronx Community College led “How to Use An Artificial Intelligence” via Zoom on Monday, October 16 at 7:00 pm.  Artificial Intelligence is the capability of machines to execute undertakings that are customarily akin to human intellect, such as learning and problem-solving.  Systems such as ChatGPT, Bard, and DALL-E have augmented several questions about their use and misuse.   Professor Adler gave those “in attendance” a synopsis of these services, and for what purposes they should be utilized or not. 
· The National Gallery of Art will present “Italian Renaissance Art Tour” via Zoom on Wednesday, October 18 at 11:00 am.    This lecture will explore how artists reacted to the culture, beliefs, and views during The Renaissance in Italy.   Moreover, the lecture will delve into the increment of humanism in society and modifications in art by artists such as Giotto, Leonardo, Raphael, and Titian.  
· The Pound Ridge Library Book Group will discuss Something in the Water by Catherine Steadman in the Library on Wednesday, October 18 at 11:30 am.  Jennifer will moderate the discourse. 
· The first installment in a two-part Zoom series, “Highlights at the National Gallery of Art”, will occur on Wednesday, October 18 at 4:00 pm.  This portion of the series will serve in a “tour” capacity: it will examine a spectrum of art which encompasses five-hundred years.   
· The Library and Conservation Board will be presenting another “Living with Bears: Helping People Live Safe and Prevent Conflict” program on Zoom on Wednesday, October 18 at         7:00 pm.   
· The Pound Ridge Land Conservancy will enlighten our patrons at the Library on Thursday, October 19 at 7:00 pm with a program regarding river otters.  The program will survey the life history, behavior, and communication of river otters, as well feature local trail camera footage of the carnivorous mammals.
· Pound Ridge resident, Lauren Teton, will return on Friday, October 20 at 12:30 pm, to lead another “Arty Party.”  Ms. Teton feels that copying famous paintings is a classical way to learn to paint, and therefore, she will instruct “party-cipants” through the particular brush strokes and hue that make Starry Night one of Van Gogh’s most admired and respected paintings.   The program is for beginners to advanced painters.  All art supplies will be provided.  Light refreshments will be served, and participants are welcome to bring white wine.           
· Ron Feuchs and Jackie Tepper from Stand Out for College will present “Navigating College  Admissions Successfully in 2023” on Tuesday, October 17 at 7:00 pm on Zoom.  Mr. Feuchs and Ms. Tepper will discuss the college application process including current admissions trends, writing the personal statement essay and supplemental essays, teacher recommendations and how students can position themselves to increase their chances for admission.  They also will discuss the significance of community service.
· The FOX READ will transpire on Wednesday, October 18 at 4:00 pm at the Library.   Faculty members from The Bedford Central School District, along with Alan, will discuss When You Trap a Tiger by Tae Keller.   All members of the community are invited to join the conversation. 
· Josephine Korlei Mensah, DMD, pediatric dentist at Pound Ridge Cosmetic Dentistry, will  conduct a storytime and Q&A about oral health with “Robin the Robot” at the Library on Friday, October 20 at 11:15 am.    Children love “Robin the Robot.”   She can talk, play games, and help children feel comfortable.   Robin has a good memory and can even recognize faces.
· There will be a STEM workshop brought to us through Togetherhood on Saturday, October 21 at 1:00 pm.   The name of the program is “Spy Kids: A STEM Workshop”, and the children will use chemistry to make invisible ink and study cryptography to create a cypher wheel.
· Our annual Halloween entertainment show will be held on Saturday, October 28 at 11:00 am.   “The Astonishing Andrew” (Andrew Proto) will perform a Halloween-themed magic show.  Although Mr. Proto has never performed at the Library, the show should be entertaining: Mr. Proto has been practicing magic since he was a child with his father.  Furthermore,  he used to work as a Kindergarten teacher, and now teaches 3rd-8th graders.    Hence, he has a fairly good sense of what they like, how they respond to humor, etc.  Children (along with parents/caregivers) are welcome to come in costume.   Halloween refreshments will be served following the show.
